In order to make art with increasing
proficiency, pupils need to develop

colour, form, pattern, texture.

EYFS (Reception): Paint my world

Pupils know how to:

° Explore paint, using hands as a tool.
° Describe colours and textures as they

paint.

° Explore what happens when paint colours
mix.

° Make natural painting tools.

° Investigate natural materials eg paint,

water for painting.

° Explore paint textures, for example mixing
in other materials or adding water.

Print with objects, applying a suitable layer

of paint to the printing surface.

Overlap paint to mix new colours.

Use blowing to create a paint effect.

° Make a paint colour darker or lighter
(creating shades) in different ways eg.
adding water, adding a lighter colour.

° Separate wool fibres ready to make felt.
° Lay wool fibres in opposite directions to make

felt.

° Roll and squeeze the felt to make the fibres
stick together.

° Add details to felt by twisting small amounts
of wool.

° Choose which parts of their drawn map to
represent in their ‘stained glass’.

° Overlap cellophane/tissue to create new
colours.

° Draw a design onto a printing polystyrene tile
without pushing the pencil right through the
surface.

° Apply paint or ink using a printing roller.

° Smooth a printing tile evenly to transfer an
image.

Discuss how artists produced art in the past and understand the
influence and impact of their methods and styles on art today,
using their own experiences and historical evidence.

Understand the limitations of tools and materials and be able to
experiment within more than one medium and with tools to create
textural effects.
